Art & Design


-note and use the effect of light on objects and people (from different directions) 


-interpret the texture of a surface

Computing

Geography


- compare two different regions of the UK (rural/urban) 


-compare land use maps of the UK from the past with present, focusing on land use 


-use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping to locate countries and describe features studied 


-know and use the eight points of the compass, four-figure grid references, symbols and key (including the use of Ordnance Survey maps) to build their knowledge of the UK in the past and present 


-use fieldwork to observe, measure and record the physical and human features in the local area using a range of methods, including sketch maps, plans and graphs, and digital technologies








Design & Technology


- develop a clear idea of what has to be done, planning how to use materials, equipment and processes, and suggesting alternative methods of making if the first attempts fail 


- use results of investigations, information sources, including ICT when developing design ideas 


- cut and join with accuracy to ensure a good-quality finish to the product 


-  evaluate a product against the original design specification 


- evaluate their product personally and seek evaluation from others 


- weigh and measure accurately (time, dry ingredients, liquids)





History


begin to identify primary and secondary sources independently 


use evidence to build up a picture of life in the time period studied 


select relevant sections of information to inform their own research 


confidently use a range of sources to conduct research 


know and sequence key events of time period studied 


use relevant terms and labels for the period 


examine causes and effects of great events and their subsequent impacts on people 


compare life in early and late times of the period studied (changes) 


fit events into a display sorted by the theme time 


use appropriate terms, matching dates to people and events
