Reception starters- September 2026
We now have confirmation of our Reception starters for  September. Information packs are being sent out today with a comprehensive amount of information, and we would also like to invite all of our new Reception children and their families to a welcome event on Monday 15th June at 4.30pm. This will be an opportunity to find out more about your child’s next curriculum, activities and how you can support over the summer holidays to ensure they are ‘school ready’. We hope to see you all there and you will also get to meet our new families who will be joining us from September too. 

Sun cream and water bottles
We have been blessed with lovely weather this week and it is timely to remind families to ensure that children have sun cream applied before coming to school each day. They can also bring their own sun cream to school so they can top this up throughout the day as required. Please label your child’s bottle with their name. Please also ensure your child has a water bottle with them so they can stay hydrated throughout the day. At this time in the year, some lessons may be taken outside, and we want to ensure that all children can stay safe in the warmer weather. Children are also welcome to bring hats in to help shade them on warmer days.

Childhood illness
We still have quite high levels of childhood illness in school. We continue to see children with high temperatures and coughs and sneezes, sore throats  and have also had some sickness across school. Please be vigilant and if your child has a high temperature, they should not attend school. If your child has been sick, they should also remain absent for 48 hours. We do hope this will prevent the spread and reduce illness across school. We also ask that you watch out for other childhood illness such as headlice and worms as these are also very common and, unfortunately, easily spreadable. Pharmacies are happy to give advice on most of these conditions and treatment is free of charge for children. 

Eat well, Sleep well, Move well project
Last year, we were chosen to be part of a national pilot programme to develop healthy lifestyles of children and their families. We are the only primary school in England to be selected and are really proud that we have had the opportunity to work alongside some very well-regarded professionals in the field of health, nutrition, sleep and movement. The project is supported by Durham County Council and will form part of their healthy living campaign and brings together many different parts of the council, for example:
· Education: Encouraging healthy habits from an early age to support lifelong wellbeing, improved behaviour, and academic attainment. 
· Planning: Designing urban spaces that promote access to healthier food options and provide safe places for physical activity. 
· Parks and Green Spaces: Ensuring that accessible public areas support both physical and mental wellbeing by enabling outdoor recreation and social interaction. 
· Highways: promoting and supporting active travel, such as walking and cycling, to increase daily physical activity. 
· Procurement:  driving standards that promote healthier food and drink choices across various settings. 
As part of the project we are now looking at physical activity and how we encourage children to keep moving. We have already improved the playground equipment, encouraged participation in the park run (and won the trophy!) and we are in the process of looking at our PE lessons in school. We have been asked if we can share a questionnaire with families about their views on physical activity. This will all provide feedback to the project about the needs of the community and any barriers to families moving more. Please take 5 minutes to complete the questionnaire which will be sent out next week. Thank you.
