Dear Parent/carers,
It feels like we are rapidly heading towards the end of term and yet we still have so many wonderful things to do. This week we have had our transition morning where children had the opportunity to meet their new teachers and explore their classrooms. This always initiates chatter about what September will bring, and the excitement builds about the new topics they will cover. Next week is our sports week but is also our Year 6 leavers assembly, which I know will be an emotional event for the parents who attend. They have worked incredibly hard to bring you a West End performance and I am sure it will be enjoyed by all. For those Year 6 children who were expecting SATS results next week, we have just received a very late announcement from the government which is delaying the publication of results until the 16th July. This is due to technical issues around marking the papers and having the results ready in time. 

Bikes on yard 
This week we have had an accident with an adult being hurt by a child on a bike. We do send out regular reminders about dismounting bikes and scooters and walking them into the yard. As we still have some families who are not adhering to this, if children (or adults) are riding bikes or scooters on the yard, they will be told they are not to bring them to school. This ensures that all children who do follow our rules can still enjoy bringing their bike or scooter to school. We encourage physical activity but cannot allow children or adults to be hurt. Thank you for your understanding. 

England match 
I am sure you are aware that there is an England match which is on until the early hours of Monday morning. We do recognise that families may stay up to watch the match, however, we are still asking that children are in school as normal on Monday morning. We still have curriculum teaching to cover, and we also need to practice for our sports days and their time in school is vital for us to be able to do that. We are asking children to come into school in anything red/white or football strips to support the team and we will show the highlights of the match during the morning.  

Sports Day
Next week we host a full week of sports and activities. Monday and Tuesday are our Sports Day sessions where parents attend. Please arrive on the main yard for a 1:15pm prompt start. Whilst the weather is forecast to be sunny, it is not forecast to be too hot, so we have our fingers crossed it is the perfect day. We will have shelter up for the children and we ask parents not to try and reach their children across the barriers and to allow our staff to manage their needs. Please do cheer the children along, it makes a huge difference to have family shouting their name as they race along. There will, of course, be the annual parent’s race so please do bring suitable footwear so you can join in. There is a medal for the winner! We look forward to seeing you all there. KS2 (Years 3-6) is Monday 6th July and Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 (EYFS/KS1) is Tuesday 7th July. 
Please note that due to adding a park run to the list of events, we have moved water day to the final week. Children should bring swimwear/spare clothes and shoes and a towel with them on Monday 13th July and this will be kept in school all week so that teachers can hold the water session when the weather is right. A full pack of information has been sent to all families by email/eschools.

Arbor
All details have now been sent about our new platform ‘Arbor’. Please log on to your account and ensure you are familiar with how it works. If you have not received your log in details, this may be because we do not have an up to date email address for you. It is very important that families keep our records updated with new contact numbers and email addresses so that we can contact you in an emergency and keep you updated about events.
